E-
bikes can only be driven by campers 16+. They are not permitted on the bike ramps. We do not permit ATV, dirt bikes, hoverboards, battery
operated vehicles for children or electrical scooters in the park. We want everyone to be safe here at Happy Hills.

** Just a reminder that alcohol cannot be consumed off your campsite. This means alcohol is strictly prohibited in the store,
while you are driving your golf cart, on the Happy Hills Express etc. If you have any questions or concerns regarding this issue,
please come to the office.
